The AASL logo is the graphic identity for the national organization and may only be
used in accordance with this policy.

Focus:

AASL Board of Directors, AASL Chapters, AASL Committee/Task Force Chairs, AASL
Staff

Purpose:
To describe the official logo of AASL and outline conditions of its use.

Procedure:

1. The AASL logo is a specifically designed form of the association’s name and is
not to be altered in any way without the express written consent of AASL.

2. This logo is the sole property of AASL and can be used only in conjunction with
national programs or with specific written permission of AASL. Permission may
be requested by contacting the AASL Deputy Executive Director.

3. Any rights granted to use AASL'’s logo are granted pursuant to a license only and
conveys no other ownership rights. AASL reserves the right to revoke or refuse
permission to use the logo if the association deems the use is not in the
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
