additional information from the round table town hall recording. Al suggested a
round table resolution opposed to the “historical record” perception and
proposing the reimbursement of past surplus funds, possibly from the
anniversary fundraising campaign. Al also noted that ALA president Cindy Hohl
has a meeting scheduled with the Executive Board next week about this topic.
Julie asked for clarification about what a “surplus” entails and asked what
benefits we get from being a part of ALA. Derek clarified that ALA covers
expenses such as equipment and software, and Hillary spoke to ALA’s
infrastructure role. Tara clarified that the money doesn’t currently exist but the
“status of the surpluses” is still a live issue (per ALA treasurer Peter Hepburn);
however, she does not think that the capital campaign is the right funding target.

i. Al Kagan moved, and Charles Kratz seconded, that Action Council
send a letter to the Executive Board communicating that SRRT is
unhappy with the “sweep” and asks ALA to refund the historical
balance for all divisions and round tables, mentioning the upcoming
capital campaign. April noted that the divisions had been talking about
writing a letter, and Charles offered to ask a contact from one of the
divisions about the status of that plan, noting that we may benefit from
joining on to a broader effort. Tara also endorsed working with other
divisions and round tables, and voiced opposition to mentioning the
capital campaign. Hillary clarified that the divisions sent a letter to the
treasurer in June, and responses were shared with SRRT leadership via
e-mail on July 11th. Derek asked about collaborating with other round
tables. Olivia responded that that would be a different action item. Charles
suggested
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a. New pathfinder on Sudan (Frieda Afary) - Frieda Afary thanked Derek Wilmott,
Rebecca Black, and Ian Bogus for their work. Derek needs to step back from this
working group. Frieda has reached out to Sherre Harrington and Mary Moser to
be advisors on future pathfinders and they have agreed.

b. Upcoming program, "Combating Voter Suppression" (Frieda Afary) - The panel at
ALA was very successful with 65 participants. We are looking at redoing the
panel as a free webinar so more people can attend. Looking at September 11th
or 12th. Julie Winkelstein added that she put together a document for local voting
information and will send that to Frieda.

8. Proposed Elder Justice Task Force (Joseph Winberry) - Joseph Winberry stated that
there is not enough effort with ALA focused
