ALA/GODORT Guide to Official Publications of Foreign Countries

Andrea Morrison, a contributor, noted that there had been some difficulties with CIS proposed
advertising copy for the new publication. The authors objected the wording proposed and noted that
the same concern had been expressed during the publishing of the first edition. After email and personal
discussion the copy has been amended to the satisfaction of both parties. Andrea requested that the
committee address providing complimentary copies of the publication to developing nations. Several
developing countries which provided assistance have requested copies. The committee discussed what
had been done with the previous edition. Mike Macaffrey-Noviss, also attending, will provide a list from
International Documents Task Force of developing nations. The committee will explore the mechanics of
providing copies and who will bear which costs.

Future of Documents to the People

Edward requested that committee members be thinking of what they would like to see Documents to
the People become. The committee briefly discussed various directions. In general, there was
agreement that DttP should provide more practical documents information and provide an avenue for
GODORT members to publish. It was suggested contributions from members be cultivated via postings
on GOVDOC-L and other methods.
