However, as many people present 
at the meeting had not seen the movie, Nancy Kellun-Rose urges all to view the film 
first before considering endorsing her resolution.

Different strategies to follow at the ALA membership meeting were discussed.

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RK50IDTION TO ALA/SRRT MEMBERSHIP MEETING June 17, 1977 

WHEREAS, the Director of the ALA Office for Intellectual Freedom proceeded 

with the production of a film concerning, in part, racism-without consultation 

with committees and offices of the AU Office for Library- Service to the Disaa.­

vantaged and of the ALA: O.f'fice of Public Relations, and. 

WHF.RE4S, the Director of the OIF proceeded in the promotion and sale of 

said film to tax-supported institutions through personal solicitation without 

offering right of preview, and 

WHEREAS, the Director of the OIF obtained the signature to contracts by 

the At.A Executive Director prior to preview, and 

WHmEAS, the Director of the OIF ignored inquiries concerning progress on 

the film after an initial go-ahead from members of the ALA. Intellectual Freedom 

Committee, and 

WHEREAS, the Director of the OIF did, in effect, discourage free action by 

the ALA Executive Board, intimating that withdrawal from this film contract, would, 

of necessity, be promoted to the media as ALA censorship, 

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the conduct of the Office of Intellectual 

Freedom in regard to the production and promotion of the film be censured as 

dangerous to the democratic process honored by ALA as a voluntary membership 

association, and that such actions are recognized and deplored as unprofessional 

conduct of office •
