Whereas, Organizations, such as the CIA, who recruit through American Library 
Association publications and placement services follow discriminatory 
practices; now, therefore be it 

Resolved, That any organization which wishes to recruit through American Library 
Association publications or placement services be required to sign a 
statement of compliance with American Library Association 
anti-discrimination policies, and be it further 

Resolved, That any organization which is found to be in violation of American Library 
Association anti-discrimination policies be barred from recruiting in 
American Library Association publications or placement services.
