Whereas, 

50 "a bill to regulate the conduct of the Federal Bureau of Investigation in 
certain matters relating to the exercise of rights protected by the first 
article of amendment of the Federal Constitution;" and 

Whereas, Documents recently released by the FBI under the Freedom of Information 
Act reveal that 266 checks were conducted on names of individuals connected 
in any way with the Library Awareness Program since October 1987 "to 
determine whether a Soviet active measures campaign had been initiated to 
discredit the Library Awareness Program;" and 

Whereas, The FBI has continued to visit 

own files at no cost; and be it further 

Resolved, That the Am~rican Library Association request that the FBI, after providing 
the information to the individuals involved, expunge such records from FBI 
files; and be it further 

Resolved, That the American Library Association express its outrage at the 
continuation of the Library Awareness Program and all similar attempts to 
intimidate the library community and to interfere with the privacy rights of 
users; and be it further 

Resolved, That copies of this resolution be forwarded to the President of the United 
States, the Senate Judiciary Subcommittee on Technology and the Law, the 
House Judiciary Subcommittee on Civil and Constitutional Rights and to the 
Director of the Federal Bureau of Investigation.
