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Domestic Partnership Plans Profliferate 

Ten U.S. cities now legally recognize domestic part­
ners-including gay and lesbian couples - and extend to 
them some of the rights accorded married couples. These 
and other domestic partner plans are listed in the Septem­
ber/October 1990 issue of Partners Newsletter for Gay & 
Lesbian Couples. 

The proliferation of plans makes them increasing dif­
ficult to track," says Stevie Bryant, who edits Partners with 
his nine-year partner Demian. "But by following and 
publicizing these developments we hope to encourage 
other cities and businesses to embrace fairness for their 
employees who have same-sex partners." 

These plans almost universally define domestic part­
ners to include gay and lesbian couples as well as unmar­
ried heterosexual partners. Partners qualify for benefits 
under conditions that vary widely, but most approximate 
the qualifications for marriage, according to Partners 
Newsletter.
