• What potential benefits, if any, would YALSA reap from undertaking this? 
• What potential negatives, if any, would YALSA be exposed to as a result of 

undertaking this?  
• Do the positives outweigh the negatives?   
• Are there alternatives to consider?   
 

o What about the possibility of a less narrowly defined list?  For example, 
instead of just video games, what about an “electronic media” list that 
could include materials such as software, web sites, databases, etc.?
